LESSON NO: 1

Q 1: When did Mr. Chips born?

Q 3: How did Mr. Chips become the Acting Head of Brookfield?
After the sudden death of Mr. Meldrum, Mr. Chips was made the Acting Head because he was
senior and respected by all. He performed the duty well.

Q 4: Describe the farewell speech of Mr. Chips.
In his farewell speech, Chips made several jokes. He made the people laugh and then touched
their hearts. His speech was simple, emotional, and remembered for a long time.

Q 1: What kind of person was Mr. Ralston?

Only Dr. Merivale and Mrs. Wickett were with Mr. Chips at the time of his death.

Q 5: What were the last words of Mr. Chips?
Mr. Chips’ last words were about his students. He said, “I have had thousands of children — all
boys of Brookfield.”

Q 6: A decent career decently ended. Discuss.
Mr. Chips served Brookfield for a long time with honour and love. He was respected by students
and staff, and his life ended with dignity.

Q : Who was Forrester?
Forrester was smallest boy in Brookfield about four feet high. He was killed in 1918 in cambria.

Q : Who was Ogillive?
Ogillive was an old choirmaster at Brookfield.

Q : Who was Linford?
Linford was a new boy at Brookfield. He did not have any relation at Brookfield. He was the last
boy who visited chips before his death.

Q: Who was Dr. Merivale?

Ans: Dr. Merivale was Mr. Chips' doctor and friend. He visited him every fortnight or so. He
admired him and said that he was fitter than the doctor himself and was going to die a natural
death.

Q: Who was Chatteris. How did he die?

Ans. Chatteris succeeded Ralston as the Headmaster of Brookfield. He was a science graduate.
Chatteris died of diabetes in April 1917.
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
